Primary Sports Premium Funding 2014 -2015
The government is providing additional funding of £150 million per annum for academic years 2013 to 2014 and 2014 to 2015 to improve provision of physical education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding - provided jointly by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media and Sport – has been allocated to primary school head teachers.

This funding is ring-fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools.

Purpose of funding

Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but schools have been given the freedom to choose how they do this. A list of possible uses has been suggested.

Waterside school has decided to use the money to:

· Hire specialist PE teachers

· Hire qualified sports coaches to work with teachers

· Provide existing staff with teaching resources to help them teach PE and sport

· Support and involve the least active children by running or extending school sports clubs, holiday clubs and Change4Life clubs

· Running sports competitions
· Run sports activities with other schools
The impact of the use of the grant will be reviewed at the end of the first year.

Impact:

1. More boys participating in extra curriculum activities. 

2. Teachers feel more confident to deliver PE lessons and to teach the skills needed to be successful. Learning walks have proved that children’s enjoyment is greater in PE lessons and they are performing at a higher level in gymnastics, hockey and basketball. They have become much more enthused and are now asking for extra curricula clubs in these areas. 
3. Children able to take part in a variety of new sports/games. Expert coaches have taught them new skills and tactics. 

4. PE coordinator able to impart new knowledge and ideas with other members of staff. New ideas have been shared on the network and displayed in the hall.

5. Children more active during the school day. Behaviour walks at lunch time have highlighted that children are enjoying playing basketball, football, skipping and hopscotch. New equipment has enabled this.
